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In addiction, we are focused on our short comings.  To become a person in recovery, we grieve the person that we 
'wanted' to be.  Then we can become open to our character assets, the foundation of where our vision comes from.  
Through the 4th, 10th, and 11th steps, we use the spiritual tests to clarify if an action is 'my will' or 'God's will'.  This 
will leave us with a foundation of where our vision comes from (4th step), how to check in daily (10th step), and to 
stay in the guidance of God's will (11th step).

It would be suggested to  do a vision PRG in the afternoon.  Giving you a place to clarify the foundation of your vision 
with fellowship that speaks the same recovery language. Guided action steps to include in your daily 10th step. And 
fellowship to share your growing vision as it takes shape through the 11th step.
